Locate position of mounting frame and install before the gypsum board. Fasten
the mounting frame to the wood joist (or other ceiling type) with the adjustable
mounting bars (10” to 24,5”). To shorten the bars to 10”, remove bars and cut off
at the knotch (See adjustable mounting bars detail view).

Once the correct bar length is known, fold down and press tabs to lock the plate
to the mounting bars. Using a pliers, tighten the U-shaped hooks on the T-bars.
