2.	 FIXTURE INSTALLATION ON CEILING 

4.	 ELECTRICAL CONNECTION 
a) Bring the electrical supply wires to the junction box,

	 b) 	Unscrew the crossbar from the threaded tube. 

	 c)	Validate your junction box is large enough to put the driver. (Validate 
           with electrical codes in your area.) If necessary, use the extension 

           junction box included.       

      d) 	Connect the wires of the converter wires watching the colors:  
           Black/Black, White/White and Green/Green. For 0-10V Grey/Grey,  

           Purple/Purple. Insert the driver into the junction box.	

	 e) 	Screw the crossbar on the junction box.  Bring the Flat Canopy to the 
           ceiling. 
          *Note: For cable installation: Adjust the cable lenght with the tension 
           lock spring and secure with a knot to stop the cable.

       f) Secure by screwing threaded tube with the cone until the Flat Canopy  
           rests thight to the ceiling.

a)	Align and mark anchor holes in order to position the junction box 	

	 properly based on appropriate drilling template. 

	 *Slimgot 150: 33-7/8" (860 mm) center to center 

	 *Slimgot 120 : 22-7/16" (570 mm)center to center 

b)	Drill holes using templates. 

c)	 Install anchor using included hardware.
