CEILING CUTOUT

7. Install the ceiling material and mark the ceiling cutout center.

Note: During the installation of sqaure series housings, it is strongly 
recommended to use a laser level to align openings while using 
alignment indicators as a guide.

IMPORTANT: As the side trim is very thin and narrow, the edges 
of the hole must be clear, precise and without notches so that the trim 
fi ts perfectly in the ceiling.

Note: Refer to the installation instructions sheet trim to know the 
minimal clearance recommended under the ceiling.

Note: For square trim, it is strongly recommended to use the cardboard 
drilling template included with the trim.  A reusable steel cutout 
template is also offered as an option.

Refer to the installation guide of the trim 
chosen.

1. SHUT OFF ELECTRICAL SUPPLY AT SOURCE.

2. For the fl angeless models, remove the exterior knockout (see below)

3. Locate position of the housing before installing the ceiling material.  
Fasten the housing to the wood joist with the adjustable mounting 
bars of 10" (254 mm) to 24.5" (622 mm).  To shorten the bars to 
10" (254 mm), remove bars and cut off at the notch (see adjustable 
mounting bars detail view).

4. Once the correct bar length is known, fold down and press tabs to lock 
the plate to the mounting bars.  

5. Bring the electrical wiring to the housing junction box as per applicable 
local electrical codes.

6. Insert the 120/277V supply lead throught a knockout of the junction box, 
open the junction box and make the electrical connections according 
the wires: White/White, Black/Black, Green/Green and 0-10V dimmers 
wires if needed (see wiring diagrams below).
